COVID 19 UPDATE-LOCKDOWN 6.0
The following information is the latest from the Education Department Operation Guidelines.

1. Metropolitan Melbourne — continuation of remote and flexible learning

Based on advice from the Victorian Chief Health Officer, schools in metropolitan Melbourne will
continue with remote and flexible learning until Thursday 2 September, except for students in the

following categories:

A) Children where both parents and or carers are considenétbrised workersvho cannot
work from home, work for aauthorised provideand where no other supervision
arrangements can be made:

o Where there are two pamnts/carers, both must bauthorised workersworking outside
the home in order for their children to be eligible for-site provision.

o For single parents/ carers, tteithorisedworker must be working outside the home in
order for their children to be @ible for onsite provision.

B) Children experiencing vulnerability, including:

a. in outof-home care

b. deemed vulnerable by a government agency, funded family or family violence
service, and assessed as requiring education and care outside the family home

c. identified by a school or early childhood service as vulnerable, (including via refi
from a government agency, or funded family or family violence service, homele:
youth justice service or mental health or other health service)

d. Where a parent/carer indicates that a student with a disability is vulnerable bec:
they cannot learn from home, and/or informs the school the student is vulnerabl
due to family stress, the school must providesite supervision for that student.
Thismay apply to students enrolled in specialist schools and students with a
disability enrolled in mainstream schools.

Authorised worker permits for on-site supervision
From Wednesday 18 August, parents and carers will only be able to request on-site supervision for
their child/ren in Category A if they hold a permit as an authorised worker. Schools should make the

updatedon-site attendance fornavailable to parents/carers who rea onsite learning for their
child/ren. A copy of a permit/s must be submitted as soon as practicable after issuance for
those seeking Category A on-site supervision. A permit is not required for accessing on-site
supervision under Category B.

In rare circumstances a parent/carer does not need a worker permit. This includes law enforcement,
emergency services or health care workers who carry employer-issued photographic identification.

Students and staff who live in metropolitan Melbourne and are enrolled in or work in a school in regional
Victoria will be able to attend on-site. Staff will require an authorised worker permit.

If you live in metropolitan Melbourne and work in a school in regional Victoria, an authorised worker permit
is required

Students who live in regional Victoria and are enrolled in a school in metropolitan Melbourne will continue with
remote and flexible learning arrangements in place in metropolitan Melbourne except for students in the above
categories.

Staff who live in regional Victoria and work in a school in metropolitan Melbourne will continue witt
remote and flexible working arrangements in place in metropolitan Melbouriiess they are required
for on-site supervision.

If families are requesting onsite attendance for their child/children they must complete the latest form provided
by email yesterday. The completed form must be returned to school via email 24 hours before the
child/children’s attendance onsite. Once | have given my approval to the family, then the children can
attend. Our staff are volunteering to be in attendance at school on a roster system. There are 2-3 teachers
each day to supervise any onsite students. Approval will only be given once | have sighted the completed
form. For parents/guardians requesting onsite attendance for Category A as they are authorised workers,
they must provide a copy of the completed authorised worker’s permit with stated hours included. These are
Department guidelines which as the Principal | must abide by for the whole community’s safety.
