Face masks can be
removed while outdoors at school for primary students.

9 Students in Years 3 to 6 are required to wear face masks from 18 October 2021. All other students
who are required to wear a face mask must continue to do so from the first day they return to onsite
learning.

Face masks will be strongly recommended for Prep to Year 2 students.

For students with a disability, parents and guardianss houl d speak to the <chi

health professional about the best methods to encourage mask wearing. Students and
