Look for the good things that other people do and say them aloud to them...fill their buckets 
and remember not to dip in their buckets!  
Ask before borrowing something that belongs to other people.  
If you break or lose something, own up to it by apologizing then repairing it or replacing it.  
Listen to other peopleôs point of view and try to understand what they are trying to say and 
avoid interrupting.  
Maintain the privacy of others and keep private information to yourself.
